Good morning everyone

Time to pause briefly and congratulate all involved in the development and registration of the two New Zealand qualifications for aviation pilots. This has been a long journey and it is to my mind a real achievement.

It is however only the beginning, with work that is every bit as urgent still needing to be completed to get this across the line. I refer to the need for more dedicated attention, collaboration and swift action in relation to the now outstanding work relating to policy and process with regard to accreditation, and transition to the new qualifications then not far behind (and possibly simultaneously) clarification on rules around the moderation of qualifications under the new system, and registration of other qualifications in the pilot training field by providers – we understand that there are already separate qualifications such as a CPL qualification being developed by a provider. 

Accreditation and transition arrangements should already be in place; ATTTO is somewhat frustrated in having signalled this since the beginning of the year. 

However, to problem solve and move this forward we suggest the following immediate steps: 

1. An urgent Industry and provider advisory group (IPAG) working group  to identify and document all provider transition process issues as they relate to these qualifications. Because we assume that NZQA has new policy and process, the working group will need to a competent NZQA person with the skills and authority to take action and make decisions, to assist this process. It is assumed that as this will be a test case where any new policy is tested, NZQA will assist at no cost to ATTTO or the aviation sector.  It is also strongly suggested that NZQA facilitate this process rather than enter a process of submitting for scrutiny. This has proven to be a primary source of delays in the qualification registration process.

2. An urgent small working sub-group  to clarify and address any issues associated with accreditation and moderation

3. A meeting between officials from NZQA, TEC and ATTTO’s  Aviation QPMG to assist in reviewing this process thus far with a view to process improvement and policy alignment and clarification across NZQA and TEC.

Again thank you to all who have put so much time and effort into getting this far.
